The47PN50will allow you to remove the OEM pin
without damaging it. It will also allow you to rese
the OEM pin after the OPC has been replaced.

This pin tool works on the following cartridges:
HP 3000/3500/3600/3700/3800/4700

1. Locate the retaining pin that secures tlpe
drum hub to the axle (Fig. 1).

2. Place the cartridge in an up-right
position and place the pin tool on the pin

(Fig. 2).
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3. Using a hammer, gently strike the bas
of the pin tool to drive the pin through theg
axle (Fig. 3).
